Additional comments and further details: 

 
“More feedback on progress, learning journals are not regularly updated” – Learning Journals continues to 

be included in our school improvement plan.  It is our intention to update these around 4 times per term.  

These are used very differently from ECCs and the same level of information and detail is not possible 

from a school. 

 

“Too much homework in a short turnaround. Allocated Monday to be back on Thursday.. should be 

allocated on a Friday if it’s to be in by Thursday.” - This has now been changed from Monday to Friday for 

all classes.  Children can provide homework to teachers earlier if they wish. 

 

“More feedback when child is struggling academically in school.” - We will aim to make parents aware of 

this sooner and discuss the support that we are putting in place. 

 

“Reduce homework” – We try to provide a balance for homework. Homework allows parents the 

opportunity to see the learning that has been taking place in class.  We fully understand the time pressure 

on families. If your child would benefit from less homework, please discuss it with the class teacher. 

 

“More activities outside” - We recognise the importance of Outdoor Learning and use this when we can to 

support learning.
