Your child should now have all the letters of the alphabet.  Encourage them to put the letter lids in alphabetical order and say the letter sounds and names.  If they have any missing letters let us know and we will replace them.

New sound this week – q  qu

You will notice they now have a green letter lid.  This is called a digraph or joined phoneme.  It is the sound two letters make when they come together.  Encourage your child to make words with the joined phoneme qu.  Eg.  quiz, quit, quilt, squid, quid.
