	Can you think of words that have your sounds of the week in them? What words have ‘c’? What words have ‘k’? Think of words that start with these sounds too. Work with an adult to check that:

· you can hear your sounds in words
· you can see your sounds in words
· you can say your words of the week
· you can write your sounds and your words of the week
· recognise any rules in your tricky words

Encourage learners to follow the five step rule: Say it, Break it, Make it, Blend it and Read it, then Write it.
