		Phonics

This week, we are consolidating our recently taught joined phonemes:
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Common words and tricky words

We are also focusing on consolidation of our common words and tricky words, with particular focus on our tricky words (red words). Can you practice using these words in a sentence?
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	Use any of the activities to develop your phonics skills. Can you check that you –

· can hear the phoneme in your words
· see the phoneme in your words
· say the phoneme in your words
· sound out the words 
· write the words from your phoneme strips and any common words.

Encourage learners to follow the five step rule: 
Say it, Break it, Make it, Blend it and Read it, then Write it.
