Term3 and pupils have settled back into the class after the Christmas break and made a positive start to 2019. We have another busy and exciting term ahead. 

	Language & Literacy: 
Writing, We will become aware of how to take simple notes and use these to construct an simple text. We will explore using different openers to make our sentences more interesting and help to sequence the story.
Reading: We will be reading for information and enjoyment, using the strategies for de-coding new words, spelling and showing an understanding of the texts read by answering literal and inferential questions. We will explore nouns, verbs and adjectives and be able to identify these in the texts we are reading. 
This term we will be learning our Scots Poem, where we, will be thinking about the performance, articulation of speech, expression, projection and volume and telling the story through actions. 
	Numeracy & Mathematics

Also further explore place value and adding 2 digit numbers.
Money, they will explore using money to recognise the coins and values, with which to pay for items and work out the change they will receive.
Pupils will also explore Time, sequencing days, of the week, months of the year and seasons, digital and analogue clocks telling the time for o’clock and half past, being able to talk about the hands of the clock in minutes and hours. We will be linking this also to daily routines.
Angles position and Movement: Using the vocabulary and recognising left and right, forward and backwards, be able to follow simple directions to move around.
                           

	Health & Wellbeing: 
P.E. – This term learners will be developing their dance and gymnastic skills in jumping, balance and rolling and linking these into simple sequences, moving to music and creating simple dance routines.

We will become aware about cleanliness and hygiene and how this affects our bodies.
	Contexts for Learning:  - Toys   then leading into The Owl Who was Afraid of the Dark.
Our context for learning will continue with our Toys .We will be developing our skills in looking at toys from the past and how they compare to toys of today. We will investagte the science of the materials used to make toys and how toys work, through exploring simple forces. 
Through our topic the  Owl Who was Afraid of the Dark , we will be exploring simple food chains and habitats of animals and how they depend on each other. We will also explore time , looking at  the sun, moon and stars and link this to days, months and day and night.
