	Reading: Novel Study
The whole class will continue to work together to explore class novels.  During these sessions, the children will develop active reading strategies to support reading for deeper meaning.   This includes: visualisation, characterisation, main ideas, summarising, metalinguistics and answering a range of different questions types. They will use the different skills and strategies they have developed to enhance their learning with their new class novel- Kaspar Prince of Cats by Michael Morpurgo.
Spelling: Phonemes and High Frequency Words
The children will continue  learning a variety of strategies.  This includes: reading on, partner discussion, dictionary, picture clues and familiar words.

Writing: Imaginative and Personal 
The children will learn about the key features of imaginative and personal writing and writing activities will be contextualised to the class topic Nature and Wildlife and the mini topic of Mini Beasts. 
Writing: Functional Writing 

The children will develop visualisation and they will learn to write first person diary entries to describe wildlife and express this through their writing.

	
	Numeracy: Number Talks 
The children will develop a range of mental maths strategies through Number Talks these include compensation and making tens.
Number Processes  

Numeracy lessons will allow the children to consolidate and deepen learning using the Concrete, Pictorial and Abstract mode, and learning will also be supported through the use of a wide range of digital technology games and applications.

Learning will focus on:

· Fractions
· Decimals

· Percentages

· Time

The class will be learning about the numerator and denominator and will recognise 1/2, 1/3, ¼, 1/5 and 1/10 and work out different problems relating this to decimals and percentages. The children will be covering Time for this term and this will link in with their fraction work also.
Expressions and Equations in Numeracy: 
· Recognising the greater than and less than sign and use these to complete problem solving examples.
· Understanding mathematical language to solve problems.

· Completing statements using mathematical symbols.
