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Always limit background noise when interacting with your child, clap out long or tricky words this allows them to hear one syllable at a time and assists with sound development. 
Always be face to face with your child and kneel down at their level during interactions this allows your child to see visually how you make each sound. 
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Talk to your child as much as possible if they mispronounce a word say it back to them in its correct fashion without directly correcting them this allows your child to become aware of how an adult says these words without highlighting any error made as this can knock their confidence.
Please limit or aim to stop using a dummy as soon as possible. It’s recommended to limit or stop using these after their first birthday as this hinders your child’s speech development dramatically.
