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William Wallace
William Wallace was a Scottish knight and landowner who became a leader during the Scottish Wars of Independence.
His struggle began when he killed some English soldiers in Lanark using guerrilla tactics. This made him an outlaw with a price on his head The English soldiers found William’s wife and killed her as she would not tell them where he was hiding.

To get revenge, William killed Hazelrigg the Sherriff of Lanark. The penalty for murder was death, so William had no choice but to fight. William started his rebellion with local men. William Wallace and Andrew de Moray (leader of rebellion in the North) were very successful. By 1297, they had driven many of the English out of Scotland. 
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
