SY provided an update on the latest meeting.  Main topics:
· Non-statutory school transport
· Capital Budget approval

· Education service improvement plan to follow

· NPFS no longer receiving funding from Scottish Government
6. Head Teacher’s Report 
TS provided the update:

· Recruitment has/is taking place for teachers within Business Studies, Home Economics, PE,  Maths, English, Spanish, PT Pupil Support and PT Guidance

· Full campus in-service day in May on topic of “Making Every Connection Count”  included keynote speaker Graham Armstong

· Changes to the house system including renaming of houses to create a connection.  Also change to DHTs to be assigned to year groups

· DHTs and PTs Guidance moving office

· PEF money being used for partnership working with Barnardoes, Yipworld and Work Right

· PTs to have more control of their departments, to be assisted with zoning of departments

· 3 year improvement plan being finalised – will be a full version as well as parent and pupil friendly versions.  4 themes from How Good Is Our School being used.

· S1-3 assemblies taking place each week with motivational topics to aid sense of belonging

· Better use to be made of PLP time

7. A.O.C.B
Question asked about repairs and maintenance including temperature regulation.  TS advised that maintenance was ongoing with specific work to happen over the summer holidays.  Training is to take place on use of heating and sound systems etc.  Lead janitor to be responsible for dealing with reports of maintenance required.
Question around homework.  TS confirmed that Satchel One is too expensive to use.  Issuing of homework is being considered to ensure consistency, to be covered in an overall homework policy.  Use of MS Teams for notes, past papers etc to be improved.  A new resource, “Achieve” has been purchased which provides notes and resources along with Scottish Online Learning resource.

J D’Agostino noted that the most recent S3 reports were more structured than in the past.  SLT continue to review and improve the process.
