If you would like to pass on any information to the teacher or any
other person, including for example, you wish your child fo remain in the school at playtime and
lunchtime for medical reasons, simply call or visit the school office please- staff there will be
happy to pass on any information to the teacher or relevant person. You can also, of course, use
the school email facility and again any messages will be passed on for you. As children should
not have access to their mobile phones whilst in class, please simply contact the school office
and staff will be happy to get any important messages to your child for you. Similarly, if you
come to school wanting to speak to your child during intervals or lunchtimes, we would greatly
appreciate it if you avoid approaching your child without speaking to a member of staff in the
playground first. This is to ensure that all of our children continue to feel safe and secure in
their playgrounds as they may not know who you are and some children may therefore become
anxious. Thank you for your help and understanding with these safety points. I am sure that
you will appreciate that we simply want to ensure that the wellbeing and safety of our pupils
remains everyone's fop priority at all times.
