· Help children with tidying. 

· Monitor playground to look at for anything unusual. 

· Model good manners through saying please and thank you.

	· Take care of our school equipment and games and use them sensibly.

· Take care of all living things.

· Tidy resources away before the bell.

· Tell an adult if we see anything unusual in the playground. 

· Treat everyone with respect, showing kindness and good manners at all times. 

	· Monitor the playground to make sure children are playing in a safe way. 
· Support children in following the playground charter. 
	Children have the right to be safe and protected from harm. (article 19)
	· Use safe hands.

· Play in a safe way which includes no violence.

· Follow the rules properly of any games we are playing. 

	· Provide enough bins in the playground for litter.
· Monitor the playground to ensure it is safe. 
	Children have the right to a clean and safe environment. (Article 24)
	· Always put litter in the bin.
· Stay away from the grass when it is wet or icy.
