Dear Parent/Carer,

I wish to invite you to an information evening about the choices that your son/ daughter will be required to make for his/ her S3, session 2019-20.

The event’s title is:

Getting it Right for your Child - Essential information for your child’s future transition into S3 

Come and meet staff from all faculties and engage in conversations about planning next steps for your child’s education. The evening aims to provide you with an overview of the S3/4 experience as well as details about the S2 course choice process. Parents of current S4 children will also be attending this event – there is a talk for S4 parents later in the evening.
There are two parts to the evening which are both designed to support you and your child to gather the information about the curricular pathway your child will be selecting for S3. 
Firstly, throughout the evening, you will be able to visit the information/display area in the Street Area. Staff from each faculty will be available to talk with you and provide information relevant to individual pupils. This will be an opportunity to ask questions and discuss any queries that you may have, as well as having an informal chat over tea and coffee.

The other key element of the evening is a presentation for S2 parents in the Assembly Hall at 6.15pm. Staff will present key information, including a summary outline of the National Courses which current S2 pupils will be undertaking at the end of S4.

	A range of materials and resources will be used to help pupils explore subject choices including career choice information. The S2 Curricular Choice Booklet and form will be issued to pupils. Pupils will discuss the curricular pathways available with parents/ carers.

	Friday 11th January 2019
	Choice forms returned to Maths teacher, period 3, Friday 11th January. These will be passed to each pupils’ Pastoral Support teacher. The Pastoral Support teacher will use the draft choices indicated to prepare for individual pupil interviews.

	Curricular Choice and Transition Evening  – consultation with parents to inform about the curricular choice process
	Thursday 244h January  2019 6.00pm
	Opportunity for parents to find out more about the curricular choice process. There will be presentations about pathways pupils can follow towards National Qualifications and a chance to talk to staff about the available courses.

	Main ‘Parents’ night’ of the year. An opportunity for parents to meet with subject teachers to discuss progress, next steps and subject choice.

	Pastoral staff interview day
	Thursday 21st February 2019
	Pupils will meet their PT Pastoral Support, individually, to discuss subject choices, based on draft choices made in January.

Final Curricular Choices will be agreed with Pastoral Support teacher.

	Confirmation of curricular choices issued to pupils for parental signature
	Week beginning Monday 25th February 2019
	The curricular choices agreed by each pupil with their Pastoral Support Teacher will be printed onto a confirmation of curricular choice sheet. Parents will sign to agree final choice.

	Final Confirmation of Curricular Choice form returned 
	Wednesday 6th March 2019
	Final S2 Curricular choice form signed by parents/ carers and returned to pupils’ English teacher on Wednesday 6th March, period 1.
