‘Its’ is an exception to the general apostrophe rule.

‘It’s’ only uses an apostrophe when it is short for ‘it is’ or ‘it has’, in other words, when it is a contraction.

e.g.
It is a nice day = It’s a nice day.



It has been too long = It’s been too long

‘Its’ does NOT need an apostrophe when it possesses something.

e.g.
The dog lost its ball.
