Family Literacy and Numeracy Workshops
	Problem Solving
	Problem solving is the process of identifying a problem and thinking about a possible solution by figuring out the best way to tackle it. By developing problem solving skills in children they will learn to be resilient and understand that it is normal to make mistakes.  It is also an opportunity to learn from each other and learn to work as part of a team whilst building their independence and ability to think for themselves.

	Lights, Camera, Learn!
	Want to start a great discussion and get your child buzzing with inferences? Use short films to get those reading skills flowing! Recent research has shown film can be a powerful tool to help improve children’s reading and writing. It can also be used to develop a range of reading skills - sequencing, predicting and analysing - as well as expanding creativity and improving vocabulary. In this workshop, you’ll find out how your child can develop their reading skills using film.

	Mathematical Operations
	Explore different methods to complete multiplication and division questions and then tackle some fraction/percentage work. You will have the opportunity to use the Maths Blue Print Boards and access different maths websites to support learning.

	Decomposition
	Did you learn to take away using one to the top and one to the bottom? Then this workshop is for you. You will see how to carry out subtraction using decomposition just like your children do in class. Methods of exchanging made simple.

	Questioning
	This workshop will be looking at the skill of Questioning: helping you to understand how texts of different kinds (books, magazines, films, etc.) can be analysed in different ways. We will be using Bloom’s Taxonomy to show you how different kinds of questions can begin a huge variety of conversations by comparing two stories.

	The Art of the Oral Story
	Come with an open mind into this workshop, where you will see, feel, hear, touch, share and connect with everyday objects and thoughts, in the process of uncovering your own stories as a family. Be prepared to surprise yourself in the process!

	Read, Write, Count
	Aimed at P2 and P3. Come and interact with your children and explore the gift bags from Education Scotland!

	Bookbug
	Discover the benefits of sharing stories and rhymes.  It’s about spending time cuddled up and sharing the world together!

	Hanen
	Have you heard of Hanen?  Want to know more about this innovative programme?  Come along and explore and use easy strategies and user friendly materials to transform your daily interactions with young children to build the best possible life-long social, language and literacy skills.

	The Story Box (interactive storytelling)
	Unlock the Story Box and explore what's inside! Go on a journey through an old seasonal story, and take part using all of your senses and discover the magic!

	Phonics Games
	Come and experience a range of games to help acquire and consolidate both phonics and spelling.

	Stories Through Animation
	Create your own stories and bring them to life using the Toontastic App.  Session will be hands on and give you a real insight into this fantastic resource.

	Active Numeracy
	This session will introduce you to a variety of games and methods to incorporate Numeracy into everyday life and build some learning into play at home.
