1. Welcome – Mrs Giles thanked everyone for coming to the meeting.

Another idea was asking the class teacher to nominate someone from their class at the end of each month who has been kind, caring and inclusive - demonstrating an understanding of the UNCRC and their responsibilities.

The poster can be done either on the computer or on paper. The committee will then vote on the poster they want printed and displayed in every classroom and area around the school.
