	Briefly outline the context and range of quality learning experiences that have been provided, making reference to the chosen design principles.

As a group we had a chat about our favourite books, while we were on a visit to the “Foundry” (Library) 
The children were encouraged to look at the books and to choose the one which they wanted to take back to the nursery. Application
Child K chose “3 little pigs” They discussed what they saw and liked on each page, this was the Usborne version. K noticed that the wolf was hiding somewhere different on each page He also retold the story to his peers in his group. Application and Challenge
Child K created a model of a house from the story using a variety of materials and drew a picture from the story. He also created a 3D model of the wolf from large bricks while outdoors Breadth and Challenge
Child K listened to the story, joining in with the parts that he knew. He was able to act out being the big bad wolf. (strength) 


	Record the range of assessment evidence that was gathered to meet the success criteria (Say, Write, Make, Do) considering breadth, challenge and application.
Say: A: why is this one of your favourite books
Child K: because the wolf burns his bum and it was funny

A : how on earth did that happen?

K:  because the wee pigs tricked him. He blew down the house of straw and the house of sticks and the wee pigs ran to their big brothers house. But because his house was strong, the wolf couldn’t blow it down.

A but how did he manage to burn his bottom, that doesn’t sound very safe?

K: well the big bad wolf climbed on the roof then down the chimney, and the wee pigs had a pot on the fire waiting for him, that’s how he burned his bum. But its ok Ms W It’s just a story.
Write:  K drew pictures of the 3 pigs, he was able to describe each in detail, how they met a man with straw, sticks or bricks. (Photo)
Make: On a visit to the art room K saw the art straws and suggested they would be good for making a house of straw for the first pig. (Photo)

He also used large bricks outside to recreate a model of the big bad wolf, transferring his learning and sharing ideas with his friends. (Photo)
K also built a house of bricks for the last pig from building blocks “The big bad wolf can’t blow this one down” (photo)
Do: K was able to retell the story of the 3 little pigs, although he pointed out that our story was different from the one he knows. The one he knows said “Not by the hair on my chinny chin chin, you can’t come in” all the children joined in with him at this part.



	Briefly outline the oral/written feedback given to the pupil on progress and next steps, referring to the learning intention and success criteria.
Child K was given oral feedback from both myself and his group of peers after retelling the story to his group. 1 or 2 commenting on how they liked the “not by the hair on my chinny chin chin” part the best. He was praised for the correct order of the story, describing how his characters would look and using a gruff voice for the big bad wolf.
K was given praise for his problem solving skills while building both the wolf and the house of bricks, how he worked out how to reach the top of the wolf and what materials would be best to use for the houses.
NEXT STEPS
Introduce puppets or masks for the children to act out the story.
Encourage K to take his time and put a little more detail into his drawings and models: although he thoroughly enjoyed the story and could retell it basically word for word and he shows a great interest in all stories. K does need encouragement and support to challenge himself to take on a drawing/Painting piece of art work relating to the story, he is more interested in 3D models.




	Pupil Voice:
What have you learned? How did you learn? What skills have you developed?

K: “I learned that the same stories can have different words.”  “Your book has a wolf on every page but doesn’t say chinny chin chin.”
I’ve learned that I am a good scary wolf when I use my scary voice.

“My friends said that I was good at telling the story”




	Did the learner successfully attain the outcomes?

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“Me and David were building the big bad wolf, look he’s even bigger than the brush AND me. The pigs will be able to knock down the big bad wolf at their door now”

What did you use to build him?

“We built him from the bricks in the garden; we needed lots of bricks so we could make him really big. David was helping me”

What made you decide to build the big bad wolf?

“Because he’s not very nice to the wee pigs and I just wanted him to get blown down”

I don’t understand, I thought the wolf blew down the houses

“He does but, these bricks are dead light so they can just knock him down if they want to”
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How do you think the pigs feel when he blows their house down?

“They’ll be a bit scared because the wolf might eat him, and they will be angry because he’s messed up all their hard work”

Would you be scared if the wolf came to your door?

 “No if he came to my door I’d just punch him on the nose and tell him to go find his own house.”
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My Version of the 3 pigs….

“So they’res 3 pigs and one day their mum said they had to get out cos they were too big. So off they went down the street and one pig met a man with straw. “Hey mister can I get some straw so I can make a house”. “Sure wee man, help yourself”

Then the next pig met a man with sticks and he gets some and builds a house.

The other pig makes his from bricks just like my mums house.
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Then the big bad wolf comes and chaps the first wee pigs door, LET ME COME IN

No no not by the hair on my chinny chin chin, you cannae come in

So he blew down his house. The wee pig ran to his brother’s house.

Then the big bad wolf comes and chaps the next wee pigs door, LET ME COME IN

No no not by the hair on my chinny chin chin, you cannae come in

He blew his house down as well. The wee pigs ran to his brother’s house.

The big wolf chapped his door as well… LET ME COME IN

No no not by the hair on my chinny chin chin, you cannae come in
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But he blew and blew and couldn’t blow it down. The pigs saw him climbing up the wall and put a giant pot on the fire, so when the wolf fell down the chimney he fell in the pot and burned his bum.

        THE END
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K “we could use these sticks we found at the woods to make a house for the other wee pig.”
A “you could, what will we use to keep them together?”

K “maybe we could tie them together with the string.”

“that sounds like a good idea.”
K “I know, my mum says I’m full of good ideas!”
K “The house of bricks LA and C helped me to build it” we wore our hi vis jackets because they keep you safe.
A I didn’t see the pigs wearing them in the story.

K Yea but that’s just a story, we need to keep safe in nursery”

A the children spent extended periods of time in the building area, looking at different ways they could build the houses
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
