	Briefly outline the context and range of quality learning experiences that have been provided making reference to the chosen design principles.

Wonder has been read to the class over the term. The class have all been highly engaged and interested in the story (personalisation). There have been some challenging relationships within the class so the novel has been used to allow pupils to consider their actions and the consequences of these within a fictional context before considering how this could be applied within their own class (relevance).

Pupils were initially introduced to direct and indirect characterisation, and how a writer shows what characters are like through the five aspects of characterisation. Pupils were allocated a character in the book and collected evidence of their character traits with a partner. They then discussed with a group what they thought the most prominent traits of that character were. They used these to create word clouds for the character. Pupils also created writing from their character’s point of view (breadth). 

Learners then wrote about their character’s first day at school from their point of view. They chose a suitable format for their character. The writing was peer assessed and teacher feedback given then redrafted.

Pupils shared the work they had completed on their character with other groups then discussed how their opinions of characters had changed following this.

Pupils make notes on ways they could have showed kindness to the central character if they were a character in the story. The class shared their ideas and then considered which of these they could adopt within the classroom to promote kindness and make everyone feel included & welcome.

Group discussion on character traits
Learner: I think that Via is very protective because whenever August is getting bullied or anything like that, Via is always there and just backs him up. Teacher: Why do you think she’s kind?

Learner: Because she’s always there for August no matter what. She’s also always welcoming to people who she didn’t trust at first. 

Learner 3: I think that she is very trustworthy because she will never lie unless it will protect her family or to keep secrets or anything like that. And she does keep secrets. She’ll never tell a lie.

Learner 4: I agree partly with Learner because she is very creative… the things she does are very creative. And I also agree with Learner 2.

Teacher: What have you learned when studying the characters? 

Learner: I’ve learned about characterisation and the different types.

Teacher: What are the different types?

Learner: Direct is just when the writer tells you something, like they’re  shy or helpful or something else like that. The indirect is when they show you by giving you things like clues in the writing. I can use STEAL to think about how a character is.

Teacher: What skills have you developed?

Learner: I think I can find out more about characters now. Like Julian. I was just looking at his actions and then when I saw what other people had found in the text I saw how he felt as well. So you can find more information about them… and I can use that in my writing to make my own characters. I didn’t describe Via in my writing but her thoughts and actions make it sound like her.

Teacher: What actions have you taken to promote kindness?

Learner: I’ve been more considerate like letting __ in front of me when she was in a hurry and letting people use my school supplies. I have shared with ___ and let __ have my seat. I have been letting people know when they have done something that is good.

Teacher: What do you think the impact of this will be?

Learner: I think it has made people happier and flattered and good about themselves. They will feel comforted and cheer their day up and make my relationships with other people stronger. People won’t feel like they’re alone and I think it will make them feel excited and interested about what I’m doing.
