Dear Parent/ Carer 
 
We are delighted to welcome you and your child into Giffnock Primary School. Some of your 
children already attend our nursery class and therefore already know all about our ‘Giffnock 
Family’, a sense of community which we take great pride in. As your child embarks upon their 
journey into Primary 1, Giffnock’s School Values and shared responsibilities, alongside our respect 
and compassion for one another, will remain paramount in all that we learn together.
