Fun with Rhymes at Home
· Sit side by side so you can both see the card.
· Read the rhyme to your child pointing to each word.

· Encourage your child to say the rhyme with you.

· Act out the rhyme with your child.

· Read out the rhyme, one line at a time, missing out the last word.  

Ask your child to supply the missing word.

· Make deliberate and silly mistakes when saying the rhyme.
    Encourage your child to spot the silly mistake and correct you.

· Point to the words which rhyme.  Ask your child to say them with you.
· Choose one of the rhyming words and ask your child to think of other words which rhyme with it. How many can they think of?

Do the same for the other rhyming words in the nursery rhyme.

    (Nonsense words are acceptable)

· Encourage your child to say the rhyme alone.
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
