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 Fishy Catch 
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How to play the game:

· Look at the baseboard and cards together.  Your child may notice that there are three different types of fish, which match the baskets on the baseboard. 

· Encourage your child to sort the fish into piles on the corresponding baskets by matching these to the labels. 

· How many fish are there in each basket?
· Which basket has the most? (If necessary, explain to your child that this means the highest or biggest number of fish). 

· Which has the least? (If your child is not sure what this means, explain that it means the one with the smallest number of fish). 

· How many more yellow fish are there than the ones with triangular tails? 

· How many fish are there all together?  etc.
Making up patterns:

· Can your child use some of the fish to make this pattern?
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· What comes next? 
· Can your child copy and continue the following pattern?


· Make up some more patterns for your child to copy and continue.

· Can your child make a pattern using 3 types of fish?
