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You will need:
Plastic Bottle (Any will work)
Paper (If required)
Skewers or Sticks (If required)
Blu Tac or Plasticine (To attach sails if required)

The Build:
Cut out one side of the plastic bottle

You now have your basic boat

Add sails, cannon holes etc as you wish

Paint, colour and decorate as you wish

Set sail and see if it floats




Recycle week activities

What can you recycle at home?
With your mummy, daddy, sister or brother, have a Recycle Hunt.  Choose one category at a time – paper, plastic, tin, cardboard, etc.  Decide on a collection place e.g. kitchen table … then ‘Ready, Steady, Go’ find your first item and bring it back to the collection place.  Continue till you have collected something from each category, making a note of who won every time.

Look around your house for different things you could recycle to make into a hat.   You could use what you found in your recycle hunt.  Try to use different materials – plastic tubs, paper, boxes, toilet rolls etc.  You could use glue, tape, scissors or string to stick the pieces together. 
Make your hat as fancy as you want and take a photo when you are finished.   You could make a hat for everyone in your family, have a fashion parade and take a family photo.
