This leaflet is aimed to make some of these ways more evident and for you to see the benefits of each method used.  This leaflet is not an exhaustive list but just some of the ways that we report pupil progress to you.  There are many other activities and events (e.g. school shows, sports days etc.) listed on the “Useful Dates for Your Diary” sheets given out each year and these events also provide ways for you to see how your child is interacting and progressing in school.

By Talking to My Child About Their Learning in School and During Homework (Ongoing)
The best way to find out what is happening in school is to talk to your child!  Enjoy their learning alongside them and always remember we are there to help you if required.

Curriculum News (new format will be fully rolled out from the start of next session and now includes current pupil attainment levels) (Minimum of Once Per Term)
Open Door Days (Once per Term)

The main purpose of these sessions is to allow you to share your child’s learning experiences and see them in their own classroom.
Various Updates Regularly Included on the School Website (Ongoing)

Our school websites is maintained by school staff and has relevant up to date information about forthcoming events, curricular programmes and other useful items of interest.
GLOW: Pupil Posts and Tasks Set by Teacher (Ongoing)
Your child will have access to the world’s first educational intranet in a secure and safe setting.  Your child is learning life skills and embracing technology in a constantly evolving world and it is the role of educators and parents to ensure children are in the best position to be prepared for the challenges that lie ahead.  GLOW is a crucial part of the 21st century learning journey.
Regular School Newsletters List Pupil and School Achievements (Ongoing)
Information contained within our Friday Bundle, provides information to help parents learn about what has been happening in the school. 
Homework Sheets/Diaries Including Comments Section to Aid Partnerships and Communication Between Home and School (Weekly)

Homework is issued by the class teacher to provide an insight into your child’s learning and reinforce concepts taught.  This may take the form of practical, written or oral work.  Remember there are guidance booklets available on the school website to help you with this.
Curriculum for Excellence Parent Guidance Booklets in Literacy and Numeracy (Available in the Parent Section of our school website and whenever your child progresses to the next level of learning e.g. from First to Second Level) (Ongoing)
One-One Parent/Teacher Meetings (Twice Per school Session)
This is an opportunity for you to meet with your child’s teacher(s) to discuss progress.  
Curriculum Information Evenings and Workshops (At least Twice Per School Session)

This method varies from school to school.  Informal meetings will take place throughout the year creating an opportunity for you to meet staff to discuss your child and to gain further insight into the curriculum.

End of Year Summative Report (Once Per School Session)

You will receive a summative report highlighting your child’s attainment and achievements throughout the year across all curricular areas.  At points of transition these reports will be shared with receiving schools.
Additional Support Needs STINT/Review Meetings (Once Per Term or More Frequently If Required and only for identified pupils)
STINT is the framework by which ERC education establishments and partner agencies access additional support needs, implement strategies and supports to meet those needs and systematically review and refine those plans to ensure the best outcomes for pupils.  
Personal Learning Plan (PLP) (At least once per term – P1-P5 only)

Individual Numeracy and Mathematics targets and Literacy and English targets can be found on the inside cover of your child’s jotters which are sent home termly along with Health and Wellbeing PLP booklets. This affords regular opportunities to discuss your child’s progress towards class targets and to set home targets.

e-portfolios/profiles (Ongoing P6 and P7 only)

Pupils create and use online profiles to record personal achievements, as Blogs, in all areas of the curriculum. In P7 pupils are asked to scan and attach evidence to support Blogs on Literacy, Numeracy and Health and Wellbeing. Pupils may also record achievements outside. Pupils share their on line profile with parents and discuss their achievements in class on a termly basis.
