Bikeability Scottish Training Scheme

Bikeability Level 1 training is due to commence next week for all of Primary 5.  Bikeability Level 1 is an introduction to the Cycling Proficiency Test that is completed in Primary 6.  It will be taught by the class teacher, during your child’s outdoor P.E. lesson on the following days;

If your child has a bicycle and cycle helmet (compulsory for the training) and you would like your child to take part, please complete the tear off slip below.  However, if you do not want your child to participate in this activity or they do not have a bicycle of their own I would appreciate it if you would advise me of this as soon as possible.
In order for your child to take part in Bikeability they must have their own bike and agree to it being inspected by an expert.  This is to ensure that it is safe enough to use and fulfils all safety requirements.  For your information, the areas inspected during this bike check are outlined in the diagram on the rear of this page.  

An inspector from East Renfrewshire Active Schools Team will be visiting the school on Tuesday 30th April and Wednesday 1st May during their PE slots to inspect all of the Primary 5 bikes.  Therefore, please ensure your child has their bike and helmet with them on this day and that it is in good working order.  The pupils will then need to bring their bikes to school on their PE day for the remainder of the term to complete the course.  
It will be the responsibility of parents to ensure that your child and his/her bicycle get safely to and from school whilst participating in the training.   We will also discuss this at assemblies in school.
