To round off the day pupils will be given a World Book Day voucher for £1 which can be redeemed at Bookshops displaying a World Book Day poster or notice. Please note that the redemption period for the World Book Day Book Token is the 27th February – 26th  March 2017 (inclusive) and that only ONE token will be redeemed per book.
