Education must develop every child’s personality, talents and abilities to the full. It must encourage the child’s respect for human rights, as well as respect for their parents, their own and other cultures, and the environment.
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Our school is full of lots of exciting things. There are twenty one classrooms in our school and other rooms where you will find our Head Teacher, Depute Head Teachers and Principal Teachers. Some other important rooms in Kirkhill are the School Office, Sunshine Corner (medical room), Dinner Hall, Gym Hall, Janitor’s Office, Library and Staff Room. There are four girls’ toilets, three boys’ toilets. 
There is also a balcony leading to the upstairs classrooms. 
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There are water fountains positioned around the school where you can fill up your water bottle. You should always have a clear, plastic bottle filled with water with you at all times in school.  You can fill up your water bottle before break time and before lunch time (after the warning bell).

We have Chromebooks and Laptops that are timetabled to help us with our learning.

There is an Active Play Area. Sometimes there is sand, water, games, a library, a café, some phones, a toy house and a Post Office. Activities change here all the time. It is so much fun! 
There are 4 playgrounds in Kirkhill.  There are markings printed on the playground to help with games. Play trolleys, full of exciting play equipment are out in the playground most days.  There are also Basketball hoops to improve your skills. We also have picnic benches and seats to sit on and there are bins to put your rubbish in. We have fantastic adventure playground equipment in each playground. We have a MUGA (Multi Use Games Area) and an Activity Play Zone for outdoor sports. We have an Eco Garden with an outdoor classroom and a beautiful Gazebo.  We love to learn outside in the school grounds.


Our school has four ‘Houses’- Orkney, Skye, Shetland and Arran. These are famous Scottish Islands. We have maps of the islands in our gym hall and we are always learning interesting things about them. When you first come to Kirkhill you will be put into a house. Brothers and sisters are always in the same house. 
You get points for your house for following our School Pupil Aims by working hard, being kind and for many other achievements. For doing something brilliant you might receive an orange ball worth ten points.
Every Friday each class counts up their house points and sends pupils down to put the correct number of balls into the House Ball containers. The winning house in each class receives four balls, the house coming second receives three balls, the third house receives two balls and the fourth house receives one ball. The balls are counted every term and the winning house gets some extra playtime and go to the front of the Tuck queue on House Reward Day.
The Houses are led by a Pupil Group called Leaders of the Kirkhill Parliament (LKP).

Every term The LKP plans, organises and judges Inter House competitions and activities. Everyone has a great time. Please try to make sure that you have a T shirt in your own house colour for these days and for Sports Days too. (Red- Orkney, Yellow- Arran, Green- Shetland, Skye- Blue)
You will meet the boys and girls in our Pupil Groups:  Pupil Council, Wellbies, Eco Committee, Librarians, Kirkhill Media Group (KMG), Leaders of the Kirkhill Parliament (LKP) and Sports Leader.   They all wear badges so that you can recognise them.  We all work together to make Kirkhill Primary the best school to work and play in.

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In our school you will be given the opportunity to join clubs. School clubs run at lunch time and after school. If you earn all your time then you will be allowed to take part in fun supervised activities in your classroom or school grounds on a Friday afternoon. Five minutes is very important in Kirkhill. Traffic lights are in your classroom. Every day your name starts off on a green traffic light. Most pupils stay here all day but if you keep getting warnings about something, your name will go on an amber traffic light. Your teacher and House Leaders will talk to you about how you can achieve all of your Friday Fun time next week.
