What is behaviour management?

It is not the controlling of children!!

 

 It is leading, guiding, encouraging and instructing children within a framework of rights, responsibilities and rules. The 3Rs should work together to create a caring community ethos.

 

 

This sits within the framework of ‘A Curriculum for Excellence’ aiming to create

 

 Responsible citizens

 Effective contributors

 Successful learners

What can you do as a parent/carer?

 

Talk to your child about behaviour in the class and playground. Reinforce school practice.

Keep in regular touch with the school. We are here to help!

Attend parents’/carers’ meetings and attend any workshops or school events.

Provide the proper school uniform and necessary equipment for your child.

At home, notice patterns of behaviour and structure a daily and night time routine.

Focus on the positive. Be specific with praise. 

Comments and reinforcement promote the right behaviours.

If a child does misbehave, focus on that behaviour only – don’t get drawn into argument or sarcasm.

Try using ‘Time Out’. Avoid a lecture before and after this. Use minimal language to allow for cooling off.

Be consistent.
