As ICT in general is part of everyday life we need to ensure that all pupils acquire a knowledge and understanding, combined with the ability to use various forms of ICT throughout the curriculum.

In the Classroom

Computer/Internet access is available in all classrooms and pupils are asked to complete a ‘User Agreement’ before Internet access is permitted.

All classes are allocated at least two 50mins sessions in the computer suite where they have access to an interactive whiteboard and 22 flat screen PCs.

 

Each class has an interactive whiteboard. 

Scanners, printers and digital/video cameras are available for use by all pupils.

There are rewriting facilities on all PCs for the editing and production of DVD/CDs and have recently purchased three Mac Book Pro laptops to add to the three existing laptops to support learning in the classroom. 

Some pupils also benefit from the use of AlphaSmart Keyboards.
