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What is the Joint Support Team?

The system called Joint Support Team-JST-for short is recognised as good practice in providing best support for pupils. It is a group of teaching staff including Head Teacher, Depute Head, Principal Teacher and other professionals who meet regularly.  Our Educational Psychologist, Ms G. Cross; School Based Social Worker, Ms T Dillon;  Other  professionals attend when necessary.

 

What is the purpose of the Joint Support Team?
 

To provide a forum for discussions of a child’s difficulties/issues

To ensure that every referred child has a comprehensive range of expertise and resources made available to them.

To jointly plan, manage and review intervention for each child and, where appropriate, his or her family.

 
How are Parents involved?

 

The school discuss the referral with the parent/guardian in person or by phone

After the meeting has taken place, a member of staff will discuss the outcome with the parent/guardian

They will be kept fully informed about any work which is undertaken with their child
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What kind of help might the JST offer?

The JST is one aspect of the whole school staged intervention procedure. 

After discussion support strategies for all concerned can be implemented, including:

 Referral to the Educational Psychologist or other Professionals.

 Group work e.g. social skills, preparing for Eastwood High School, Seasons for Growth - support for bereavement/ loss 

 Extra support in class or on a one-to-one basis
