Our school policy states the following points:
Homework:-

 Ensures that parents are clear about what their child is expected to do.

 Provides opportunities for parents, children and the school to work together in partnership in relation to children’s learning e.g. Personal Learning Plans

 Improves the quality of the learning experience offered to pupils by extending beyond the classroom environment.

 Allows practice and consolidation of work done in class

 Helps develop skills in using libraries and other learning resources including Information and Communications Technology.

 Helps train pupils in planning and organising time

 Develops good habits and self –discipline

 Encourages responsibility for learning

 

What can I do to help my child?
Showing interest, asking questions, giving praise, listening – these all help. Encourage children to make choices, take responsibility for their decisions and solve their own problems – with your support. Encourage them to take on challenges they enjoy in and out of school. This will help develop knowledge, skills, confidence, self-esteem... all at the heart of Curriculum for Excellence. 

 

Attend open afternoons, Meet the Teacher events and Curriculum Development Evenings with teaching staff to discuss your child’s progress, gain knowledge about your child’s learning and plan future learning targets. 
Homework Pointers

 The amount of time spent on homework tasks will vary according to year group and the given task. As a general guide it is expected that any homework task will take:

P1-2  No longer than 10 minutes

P3-7 A gradual increase but no longer than 30 minutes

 

 Homework will be given for each week night except a Friday. Very rarely will homework be given over a weekend.

 Each pupil in P3-7 will be supplied with a homework diary in which to record their weekly homework and any other information.

 Each pupil will be given either a class homework jotter or task sheet in order to complete the homework.

 Please sign all homework when completed and provide any comment you wish either in the jotter or in the homework diary. 

 If you are unhappy with the homework done please do not rub this out but do ask the child to do it again underneath the original work.

 Sign the homework diary at least once a week.

 

Homework Tasks

There are various types of work which a pupil may be asked to do for homework. These can include:

 Revision work

 Glow chat, Glow discussions, uploading homework onto Glow

 Written exercises –numeracy and/or literacy

 Reading –continuing a book started at school or purely for pleasure

 Research –where information needs to be gathered from interviews, books or internet.

 Completing work started in class

 Topic work
