Please find below our learning focuses from August to December 2018:

Science

Primary 7 will be investigating renewable energy and Climate change this term,
including a visit to Whitelee Wind Farm. They will also be dipping their toes into
Light and sound - explaining how these are carried through waves and
vibrations

Social Studies

A central context for learning this term will be WWII ‘The Home Front’. This is
always an area of learning that the children become very involved in and enjoy
the research into both the history of the Home Front and sometimes their own
family history. There will be a variety of workshops giving the children a taste of
some old fashioned work skills! The Holocaust is also studied by the children and
is handled in a sensitive but realistic manner. Finally they will be delving into
the world of Enterprise and supporting the Christmas Fayre.

Our children will be investigating Morality and Faith: Human Rights. They are
tackling this topic through looking at key figures such as Martin Luther King,
Mother Teresa, Nelson Mandela, Emmeline Pankhurst and Malala Yousafzai. We
are intending to increase their awareness and understanding of a range of beliefs
and values.
