The Parent Council has been working with the school for years to improve traffic management around the school and promote safety.

This note highlights the main parking / traffic issues the school continues to face; the actions taken already by the school / Parent Council in addressing these; and our plans for 2014/15.



	MAIN SCHOOL CAR PARK

	Cars parking in drop off zone
	· Car park markings have been re-painted to make zone clearer.
· Banner designed by an OLM pupil has been put up to encourage proper use of the drop off zone
· Monitoring by school staff

	Parking causing congestion on access road from Robslee Road to main school car park
	· ERC have confirmed that it is not possible to restrict parking on the pavement of the access rd (i.e. bollards) 
· ERC have also confirmed that double yellow lines and a zebra like road crossing for pupils’ safe passage across the road are not possible.
· Community police will continue to patrol & use police cones where appropriate.
· Some of the parking is parents of Woodfarm pupils – we have liaised with Woodfarm to encourage better parking but they have the same issues. There is a large car park behind Woodfarm school but it is very underused.
· PC continues to press ERC for action 

	Parking causing congestion on access road down to cages
	· Bollards installed on pavements to prevent pavement parking
· ERC say double yellow lines are not possible
· School staff try to monitor where possible but this is not a solution – behaviour needs to change
· Signage being considered
· PC to lobby parents

	WOODFARM PAVILION CAR PARK

	Bad parking on corner of Arden Drive causing congestion & double parking on Berryhill Drive
	· ERC cannot tackle this as it is public road & the required road markings are not appropriate here.
· PC will continue to lobby parents

	Cars parking beyond pavilion (resulting in cars driving through area  where children walk out from school)
	· ERC are unable to prevent this - a barrier is not possible as emergency access is required.
· Currently no funds available to change / enhance  the signage

· Monitoring by school staff

· PC to lobby parents

	Crossing at exit from Pavilion car park
	· Congested parking around the exit to the car park and beyond hampers visibility for children and adults in crossing here

· ERC say no further road markings (more obvious crossings markings, zebra like road marking etc..) are available at this point due to lack of funds 
· PC to lobby parents

	JUNIOR DEPARTMENT

	Staff Car Park
	· Staff patrol the crossing to ensure only those authorised to park can do so 
· Seek  clearer signage to denote staff parking only

· Erect banner designed by pupils – “This is not a drop off zone” or similar 
· Monitoring by school staff
· PC to lobby parents

	Glenwood car park and surrounding area
	· Issue guidance to parents re parking in this area which is new to the school
· Obtain update re building of allotment wall (which will open up parking in car park opposite Glenwood nursery)

	EASTWOOD TOLL AND EASTWOOD PARK

	Park entrance at Fenwick Rd
	· The use of this pavement area as a drop off zone for St. Ninians parents is being monitored. Appropriate pavement markings and barriers (planted / grass area) will be installed if this area continues to be used as a drop off zone
· Follow up with ERC

	ACTION POINTS 

	· Encourage parents / grandparents / carers to report traffic incidents or near misses to the parent council. 
· Prepare series of regular targeted (and direct) bulletins on issues to parents / carers

· Refresh contact with Woodfarm High school re issues at Robslee entrance

· Follow up with ERC on all affected issues eg re whether any available budget for actions previously turned down
· Contact  community police officer again on all relevant issues
· Pupil designed banner s for junior department entrance and possibly elsewhere
· Address in school with pupils again
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
