News from around the classes
Nursery – the Nursery Family Day out will take place on Monday 24th June.  This year we are off to Dean Castle Country Park.  The Nursery Graduation will take place the following morning (Tuesday 25th June).  Please note that there will be one ceremony for both morning and afternoon children.

Primary 1 has been very busy since their return from holiday.  Last week they visited the Wee G bus to hear about safety on the railways and had fun trying out a variety of games. Their week went from one exciting event to another as they had an author's visit on Friday from Ross Collins. Primary 1 have also been bringing in a selection of photos of themselves and looking at how they've changed. Even the teachers have joined in...and how they've changed!!
They have set up a "nursery" in the role-play area and the children are having the opportunity to feed, change, clothe and look after the babies.
A real baby is visiting next week – baby Isabel, Mrs Gilhespie's new granddaughter.
Primary 2a – are learning about their bodies. They have thought up lots of questions and discussed how they can find the answers. They are also enjoying a book called Aaaarrgghh Spider and now have a web full of spiders on their wall!  They have written super stories about having a spider as a pet and created great spider acrostic poems.  
Primary 2b - are growing potatoes.  They are looking at how the potatoes grow, the parts of the plant, the different ways we eat potatoes and they have incorporated numeracy! The class are learning about metres and centimetres, and using metre sticks and rulers, so measuring the growing plants has been excellent practice for them.
Primary 3a & 3b - have begun to look at things that live around about us.  They are looking forward to welcoming some creepy crawlies into the class and learning more about metamorphism. 
Primary 4 – is full of reading detectives, finding out all about cause and effect.  They have also been studying the water cycle and are moving on to look at life-cycles of various creatures.
Primary 4a - have been enjoying looking at maps and locating some physical features of Scotland. They are also learning about time.
Primary 4b - have been learning about the human body, creating their own model filled with vital organs and soon to be covered with their skeleton and muscles.  
Primary 5 - thoroughly enjoyed their trip to Stirling Castle last term.  They 'met' Sir William Oliphant and walked around the castle listening to him share facts about living there during the time of The Scottish Wars of Independence.  They were fascinated by the weaponry and defensive features of the castle. They are currently learning about classifying vertebrates as part of their Living Things topic. 
Primary 5a - have entered the Greenbank Garden Centre wheelbarrow competition.  They will be submitting an entry under the category 'A Scottish garden'.  Fingers crossed. The children took part in an excursion to Stirling Castle in March which they thoroughly enjoyed. This was in connection with their topic, The Wars of Independence.  
Primary 5/6 - are using the skills learned through Poetry last term (similes, metaphors and personification) to make their stories more interesting.  They have also been creating their own version of Cinderella, with a Scottish twist.
Primary 6 children led our Tartan celebrations across both buildings, sharing all that is wonderful about our nation.  They designed and made items of clothing for their celebration, using Charles Rennie Mackintosh, Scottish scenery, famous landmarks and natural Scotland as their inspiration. All children participated in the fashion show and chose appropriate Scottish music to set the scene.
Primary 7 participated in their own ‘Woodfarm Cluster’ Olympic games.  These games were held at Kelvinhall sport’s arena in Glasgow.  The children took part in an opening and closing ceremony as well as participating in traditional Olympic events. This was a great occasion and provided the children with an insight into the real thing which will be happening very soon.
