Why do we have homework?
Our United School believes that parents, carers and other family members can and do make a real difference to children’s education. When parents and schools work together, children do better.
Children learn a great deal at pre-school and school and parents/carers can add to that learning by supporting them at home. For example showing an interest in their homework and talking to them about it really helps them to learn. With support and encouragement, children find it easier to get into the homework habit.
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Our survey found that parents, pupils and teachers agreed that homework should:-
· practise and consolidate work done in class

· prepare children for future class work

· encourage children to take more responsibility for their own learning

· help children to develop good habits of study and self discipline

· help children to plan and organise their time.
· access resources outwith school.
· help develop home school partnership.
· help children develop the skills necessary 

to become an independent  learner 
Teacher’s Role

· to set homework which is purposeful and at the right level

· to clearly explain the purpose of the homework to pupils
· to clearly communicate homework with parents

· to set realistic deadlines

· to check homework and give feedback

· to give recognition for effort and work well done
Pupil’s Role

· to complete homework given in allocated time

· to undertake tasks to the best of their ability
· to listen carefully to instructions on the task and bring home all the                         necessary sheets and materials required to complete the task

· to develop a routine for doing their homework 
Parent/Carer Role
· to value the purpose of homework

· to support their child in setting up a homework routine

· to speak with their child about the homework set 
· to support their child through tasks as appropriate
· to notify the teacher if there is an issue with the homework
Our United School Homework includes:
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Homework will mainly consist of weekly literacy and numeracy activities with termly research. The research approach will be launched later in the session.





Termly research will continue to focus on Skills for Life, Learning and Work. 





Teachers will set activities and challenges throughout the year dependent on their class interests and topics.
