
The Role and Responsibilities of the ACTOR:

1. Read the play and audition for the role.

2. Attend all rehearsals taking note of blocking and direction

3. Learn lines and blocking

4. Ensure that characterisation supports the director’s interpretation of the play in terms of setting; style; theme/issues; message; mood/atmosphere and character

5. Perform character, interacting appropriately with other actors whilst ensuring that they can be seen and heard at all times and are using the correct voice and movement techniques.

1. Actors must, as part of their job, prepare for and attend auditions regularly. This is a laborious and often difficult process. Actors can experience great success but also have to deal with a lot of rejection.
