                          Shoulder height 35-40cm

                          Mass 5-10kg 

Distribution       Found in northern Scotland and in central, south and south- east Europe.

Habitat              Large areas of woodland and scrub, usually in mountain regions.

Feeding              Wild cats are meat – eaters. They eat small mammals such as rodents,   

                          rabbits, hares and squirrels. They also eat fish, birds and insects.

Breeding            Mating takes place between February and March. Two to four kittens are 

                          born 9 weeks later. The young leave their den after 5 months and are 

                         fully grown at 10 months.
