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2021 Scottish Youth Parliament Elections: How to Vote
Before the vote opens on the 8th November – you can visit the site to see details on the candidates across Scotland. When the vote opens at 9.00 AM on the 8th November – you will have to log in using your young scot or temporary number, and will then only be able to see the constituencies in your own local authority area. If you have moved since your card was issued, you may not be able to vote in the constituency that you expected, in this case, request a temporary number.
