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The First Few Days

The First Few Days

In previous years, parents have suggested that it would be useful to have a list of the things that their children will need in their first days of Primary 1.  Here are the main things they’ll require

· A school bag large enough to hold an A4 sized plastic folder

· A shoe bag

· A pair of soft indoor shoes (e.g. black plimsolls)

· Shorts and a T-shirt for P.E.

· A change of underwear (accidents can happen)

· A packed lunch or lunch money

· A light mid-morning snack

· Long hair should be tied back for P.E.

· Your child’s name on all of his/ her clothes, including gym kit and shoes.

· It is also useful for children to have a light waterproof jacket/ cagoule with a hood.
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Arriving at School

Day 1

School begins at 9.00am.

You are welcome to bring your child into the playground and accompany him / her into school when the bell rings.  Cameras and videos are of course also welcome to record this very special day!

Staff will be on hand to show children where to line up in the playground and also where to hang up their coats and change shoes once inside.

After a short time in the classroom, parents should leave their children and return to collect them at the end of the day (3.15pm) from the playground entrance.  The class teacher will be available at this time to answer any questions you may have.

Days 2-5

During the first week of school, parents may bring children into the playground in the morning and collect them from the playground entrance at the end of the day.  Again the class teacher will be available to speak to parents at this time.

From the second week of school onwards, children may be brought to and collected from the school gate.
