S3 NATIONAL GEOGRAPHY FIELDTRIP

Dear Parent / Guardian,
Fieldwork has always been an important element in the study of Geography. This has now been formalised in the new qualifications which dictate that pupils must participate in fieldwork and complete a write up based on their own data. As such pupils at Woodfarm have been given the opportunity to opt from a choice of two proposed trips. 
1. Loch Lomond and Trossachs National Park – Tuesday the 11th of May
2. Glasgow – Urban Study – Thursday the 13th of May
These options have been chosen to maximise the opportunities available in the local area and also give pupils the chance to carry out fieldwork in an area of personal interest. During both trips pupils will be responsible for the collection of a range of data and will be given opportunities to record information in a variety of formats. This information will form the basis of an individual write up and analysis. The write up will be completed in May. 
Pupils have been asked to opt for one trip only. This trip is indicated at the top of the consent form. Please complete the attached consent form outlining any medical conditions or medication in the appropriate section. The cost of the trip will be £7 per pupil to cover the cost of the bus. The bus will remain with the group during both trips. There are no other costs associated with the trip.
