How do you play? 

You'll need a set of blank grids to play with a family  

member or the online game to play against the  

computer (https://nrich.maths.org/square-it/) 

Choose a different colour for you and your partner,  

and take it in turns to draw a dot on the grid - the  

player who is drawing the blue dots will go first. The  

winner is the first to have four dots that can be joined by straight lines to form a 

square. Squares can be any size, anywhere and can be tilted (remember all 4 sides must 

be the same length).
