	1. Welcome and Prayer
2. S1 Options - Are pupils looking forward to making their subject choices?

What information is useful for pupils to support them in the Choice/Options exercise?

Pupils discussed the S1 Options.  They were excited to be having this opportunity and felt that they were given lots of support to make their choice.  Pupils had received one to one interviews with the careers advisor, they also had a lesson in PSHE from the careers advisor.  Pupils also commented that their teachers had been discussing their subject to get a better idea of what 2nd year and beyond would be like.

N Macdonald assured pupils that once they had made their choices, there was still potential to change and this would be discussed with pupils and parents.

3. School Planner – Are pupils making the best use of the planner? Examples of good practice.

Pupils showed their planners.  All were neat and had lots of entries.  We discussed that the page was duplicated to allow pupils to write down what they did that day – make a summary each night as part of their revision.  Some pupils used one side for tests and the other for homework.  All agreed that it helped with organisation.  Pupils suggested note pages as a possible improvement
4. PSHE – Have pupils found completing the booklets a helpful exercise?  Have pupils been able to consider their skills development in the subject areas?
Pupils said that they have been recording their skills in their PSHE booklet.  Some said that they were not always sure what to write but the page on the different types of skills helped them with this.  Teachers were also good at suggesting skills. We discussed that it is sometimes a difficult task to write about ourselves as sometimes we can be too modest.  Pupils felt that this task was a good way to get better at writing about themselves.  We discussed that this was an important skill in itself as pupils would need to do this in the future when writing CV, going for interviews and applying to college and university.  

5. Extra-Curricular activities/ Faith Life in School - Are pupils taking advantage of the Wider Achievement/ Extra Curricular opportunities in the school?

Pupils said that Friday club was their favourite – variety of choice and lots of people attend.  Pupils said that the number of clubs were great.  S6 helpers were very good and friendly
