Suzie Zeitland has also been employed as temporary support assistant. The school has worked hard at making saving to the budget so this additional support can be provided for the pupils.

The school would like to welcome Gavin Ross.

The school trip to Robert Burns cottage for P1-7 will have workshops for the pupils. Funded for the trip has been fully provided by the school.

Two new head teacher awards are to be introduced, awards will be made for Achievement and Hard Work.

From the savings made the school is continuing with its renewal and upgrades of equipment and the school.

1. 2B’s classroom will get a whiteboard the last classroom to get one.

2. Chairs in the ICT suite are to be renew

3. Blinds to be installed in six classrooms to help with viewing the whiteboards.

4. There will also be carpet replaced in three classrooms.

SH introduced LM who will be organising Science Fortnight at the school again. This year it will be the 8th-22nd March and as part of this LM asked for funding from the council for three special events run by Glasgow University, Glasgow Science Centre and Generation Science. These events will be held at the school for the pupils.

Total cost is £1,135 and the Council unanimously agreed to fund the events.

The school will be funding the Scottish Opera involvement with the school again and paying for all the materials the pupils will need for the science activities/projects.

Glasgow Music Festival is on again this year and the school plan on having two entries this year. 

The school will be setting up a focus group to discuss for future Master Classes, parents will be invited to get involved. TM made some good suggestions for possible Master Classes, SH noted and will be discussed further.
