	 NM produce an account statement giving the current position of the accounts. Based P7 end of year costs of approx. £930 and the fund raised from the Summer Fayre £1,200 the closing balance should be approx. £3,000. This has been previously viewed as the balance that is required to allowed continued funding of events/activities as there is considerable expenditure (golden time, P7 lunch, Science week) prior to the main fund raising events.

The P7 fund rising events helped maintain the balance. This allowed a year book to be funded as part of their leaver’s celebrations. P7 is the second largest expenditure by the PC and P7’s assistance in fund raising has stopped the depletion of the bank balance.

The Nursery are also going for a Family Friendly Gold Award again 1st in ERC.

The annual Sports Day was held on the 9th and was a great success and enjoyed by all.

On staff recruitment MS White was successful in securing a position at Busby. The school will be looking at source a new member of staff.
