Once we had our totals for each coin value we made totals of pounds as we knew that 100p is the same as one 

pound. Out total was almost £15.00 which was a super amount to add to our card fund! 

We then began to think about how we might like our funds to be spent. We hope our money can go towards a local 

cause. We discussed several options: 

¶ Planting more trees ς good for the environment and encouraging birds! 

¶ Protecting the machair and promoting the growth of wild flowers. 

¶ Protecting our seabirds ς we love puffins, gannets, fulmars and kittiwakes of which we have many around 

our islands.
