Home Learning Policy
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At Sgoil Dhalabroig we value the importance of the link between the school and home learning environment. Homework activities will strengthen and build on the skills being worked on in school, and will provide an opporuntity for families to be involved in their child’s learning.
The main focus of homework will be numeracy and literacy, with occasional tasks to extend and enhance learning across the curriculum.

Teachers

In setting and marking home learning tasks, teachers will:
· Give weekly numeracy and literacy activties. 

· Give reasonable time for its completion.
· Match tasks to the abilities of the children.
· Provide feedback to children on their progress.
· Provide guidance and resources as necessary for its completion. 
· Share this information through Seesaw and/or a homework jotter. 

Families

We recognise the importance of developing a sound partnership with families to support children’s learning. 

Families will:

· Be provided with guidance to support learning at home and to help children with home learning tasks.

· Be encouraged to support the school’s home learning policy. 

· Be given feedback on how children are doing with their child’s learning. 

· Have access to an afterschool homework club for children to be supported by staff with their home learning tasks in Gaelic or English. 
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
