TLC – reflection and impact
Higher Order Skills
Valuable – Yes

Impact – making us more aware of the variety of questioning that can be used to make the children really think about their ...

Children in the upper school classes are becoming more aware of the impact of the variety of questions.  They have an understanding of the different types of questioning and question each other using higher order questioning skills.

Children in lower school are modelling the skills of the teacher i.e., during reading books and are able to question each other to get their partners thinking about what is really happening and how we know this etc.

Maths problem solving tasks – children are asked to explain their strategy to the group and others have to try the task the way another person has done this.  They are able to share their understanding with each other more.

Looking for clues within a piece of text and explaining to others how they know this / have found this information.  

Prediction within texts (rich task) – from their prior understanding what might happen next and explain this – ‘WHY’, realistically would this happen??? Why??
Looking at the evidence that they have in front of them / compare and contrast within projects – learning about two things at the same time so that they were able compare both.  This is also linked with thinking hats – positives and negatives.  Children are asked to think deeper.

Creating a Positive Learning Environment

Valuable –  Yes, it again, has made us more aware of how we can make changes to support a positive learning environment.  We can share ideas and we can now see that teachers are beginning to use ideas from others now and are able to feed back to each other.
Impact – Using blogs within the classroom as well as to share this information at home.  The children then see the worth.  Audra is now able to upload pictures etc to the blog as she feels that it has great worth.  The children can see their learning on the blog in class where it can be discussed and used throughout the day.  They then take more ownership of their learning too.

Brain breaks – using blog to play music / to get up and be fit / sing songs etc.  This is helping in classes to settle children and the fact that this is also on many people’s blogs, it means that it is easily accessible and again children can share this at home.

Don’t come with a problem...come with a solution – Karen P2.  Many teachers are now using this and feel that it is much more positive after breaks etc...

Circle times focused on friendship and consequences, being kind, manners etc.

Kindness / worry / thoughts tin – children put issues / things about when and how people have been kind.

Lolly sticks – name picked out and children share a ‘nice’ thing about that person.

Special person day / like the special person book.  

Know and grow – some changes in the way we carry this out -  

A focus each day – discussions about this and sharing likes and dislikes with each other.  

Certain days children have a free choice - depending on the classes and children.

Friday – self evaluation Know and Grow time.  Children write about how they felt the week has gone while the teacher goes round to discuss feelings with children.
Lists up for children to ensure that they understand the routine of K&G.
