Rationale behind this section of the timetable (Linked to the appropriate period)
Pupils begin by getting to know their class mates (1). They are then introduced to the BRAW Award which encourages them to keep track of and evaluate their personal achievements (2).  By creating home groups using Co-operative Learning, the pupils begin the process of turning their class into a community (3,4) At this point they are introduced to the Literacy Skills of Reading, where the focus is on friendship and community (5,6,7,8). Following this the pupils focus on the broader community in Looking after our World. They begin with litter (9,10) and how it can be put to good use and possibly, turning the theory into practice (if there is time) (11,12, 13). To conclude term 1, the pupils complete their Evaluating your Learning (14).
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
