Rationale behind this section of the timetable (Linked to the appropriate period)
The course starts with introducing the Dynamic Youth Award.  This is a personal learning journey for the pupils (1). Continuing the concept of a personal journey, the pupils are introduced to the Columba 1400 values – Session1.  This part of the course has been created by pupils. (2,3) Looking after our World links back to the previous term’s work on litter and its uses and also onto the Financial Education lessons about money (4,5,6,7). The pupils complete tasks on creative writing (8,9), which continues the theme of literacy. Linking to literacy, the Library Skills section instructs the pupils in how to use the library properly (10,11,12,13). Pupils then return to Looking after our World and respecting the environment (14,15).  This must be done at this time of year due to the content. To conclude term 2, the pupils revisit what they have achieved so far with the DYA and complete the evaluation of their learning. (16,17)
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
