Rationale behind this section of the timetable (Linked to the appropriate period)
Pupils begin by focusing on progressing previous skills and learning begin with a focus on their DYA and what has been achieved so far (1). This links onto Financial Education: Needs and Wants (2) and Session 2 on Columba 1400 values education (3,4). The pupils are introduced to the Literacy Skills of Talking and Listening with a focus good and bad presentations (5,6). The Library Skills continues their understanding of how to use the library from term 2 (7,8,9,10). At this point, the pupils move onto Financial Education; Profit and Loss (11) which links onto Looking after our World; Global Markets (12). Using their knowledge of global markets, pupils will return to the Literacy Skill of Writing, this time being introduced to informative writing (13,14). There is Numeracy progression achieved through Financial Education (15,16,17) The Library Skills, Literacy Skills and S1 subjects are brought together in a research project.  Pupils find out about a famous person associated to one of their subjects, e.g. mathematician, philosopher, musician etc (18,19) and present a talk on them (20,21), linking to the Literacy Skill Talking & Listening. To conclude term 3, the pupils revisit what they have achieved so far with the DYA and complete the evaluation of their learning. (22,23)
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
