
· All pupils must experience one writing lesson per week.

· All children must have their targets and next steps in their jotters and refer to these when writing.

· 
· Teacher should ensure that they plan for a variety of genres throughout the year. 
· Functional 
· Personal 
· Imaginative 

· Highlight, using the correct termly colours, on the Literacy Progression Pathway entitled, ‘Literacy New Pathways Template.’

· During writing lessons children should try out what they have seen from modelled and shared sessions. It is the teacher’s role to scaffold pupil writing as necessary. 


· Every child should have one assessment for each organiser:

· Enjoyment and Choice
· Tools for Writing  
· Organising and Using Information
· Creating Texts  
· Teachers should mark a * and a date on the pathway when assessment has taken place.

· A Big Writing assessment should be carried out three times per year  and assessed using the St.Francis Big Writing Assessment tool  ()
· Personal writing targets should be based on the results of the formal assessments.

· At second level teachers should offer an open ended imaginative writing experience once per term.
· Promote writing for enjoyment in class (writing table/extension tasks)
· Share pupil targets for peer and self-assessment.  
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
