Assessment - Pause, Ponder, Progress

PPP provides an opportunity to have a set time to assess each term and will inform tracking information.  The focus on what you have been teaching over previous 7 week period and will give children an opportunity to apply skills, knowledge and understanding.  Please try to plan Holistic Assessments as far as possible these can be within a context.

5 week cycle built into calendar which will cover a 3 week period:
Planning week (Week 1)
Pause, Ponder, Progress (Week 2)
Collation of assessment data and annotation/notes to inform progress and next steps (Week 3)

Writing
· Usual assessment procedures apply – follow guidelines
· Focus on genre you have been teaching to date
· Holistic Assessment

Maths
· Focus on concepts taught in relevant teaching block
· Daily observation of mental agility
· Group assessments – manage across the week
· Mark and evaluate against progression pathways and benchmarks
· Assessment must address “I can” statements you have been working on
· Not just a straightforward RRR – assess within a context so children can apply skills and knowledge and understanding (use a context)
· Holistic Assessment

Reading
· Assess strategy/ies you have been teaching in relevant teaching block
· For example - could be a “Short Read” done independently
· Enable them to apply skills and strategies taught to date – match with progression pathway “I can“ statements and benchmarks
· Mark and evaluate 
· Holistic Assessment

Spelling
· SWST
· Holistic Assessment

Listening and Talking
· Using Group “Hearsay” tracker assess what you have been teaching
· Use two opportunities during week within (IDL, HWB, Reading etc.) to move around groups – possible half this time and half next PPP.
· Mark and evaluate against progression pathways and benchmarks
· Assessment must address “I can” statements you have been working on
· Master “Hearsay” documents – Early, First, Second and Third for each teacher
